The Award

Clarkson University would like to recognize two members of your junior class. Please provide
one nomination for the Clarkson Leadership Award and one nomination for the Clarkson
Achievement Award. The individuals selected will qualify for a $60,000 ($15,000 per year) or
$48,000 ($12,000 per year) tuition scholarship, respectively, over four years should they apply,
be accepted and choose to enroll at Clarkson University. In addition, we will provide you with a
certificate of recognition to be presented to the students at your school's awards ceremony.

Eligibility
In order to be eligible for the Clarkson Leadership Award or Clarkson Achievement Award
students must:

e Be a member of the junior class
e Demonstrate outstanding leadership qualities

¢ Have an academic interest in Engineering, Business, Science or Liberal Arts

e Berecognized by students and faculty as having been a positive contributor to your
school and community

e Achieve an academic class rank in the top 15% (if applicable)

In order to retain these scholarships throughout their four-year program at Clarkson, the students
selected must remain in good academic standing and continue to be enrolled as full-time
undergraduates.
